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A public water system is defined as one which has 
at least 15 service connections or serves at least 
25 people on a regular basis. Public water systems
 may be classified as “community” water systems or 
“non-community” water systems. Community 
water systems are typically cities, mobile home 
parks, or rural water systems.
There may be additional systems present that are not
represented on this map.
